APPLICATION TO FIX SECONDARY GLAZING 
SUMMARY OF APPLICATION
No 10 Fore Street is a Grade II listed building in the Old Hatfield conservation area.  

We are the long-term freeholders of the property and hereby apply for permission to fix secondary glazing on the inside of 13 windows.  These are on the north and west facing elevations.  The existing sash-type windows are large, extremely drafty and inefficient.

The intention is to conserve energy and comply better with household energy efficiency.

All the proposed windows are of a similar size and measurement, as can be seen in the attached illustrations:  188 cms high x 119 cms wide.

All the windows are fitted with Banham sash-window locks located along the central horizontal frame.   The type of secondary glazing that we’ve have chosen is the Selectaglaze Series 60VS style of panels which allows us to access the Banham locks, so as to open and close the outer windows for ventilation, in the summer, or for cleaning.   The reveals of the Selectaglaze panels are not visible from the exterior, as also can be seen in our illustrations attached.

Thank you for your consideration and we hope this application can be approved in order to complete the project in time for the coming winter.
