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THE EIGHT BELLS HISTORIC INN

The oldest pub in Hatfield, dating from the 17th century.
An important staging post on the Great North Road. It was
originally named The Five Bells, which changed when the
number of bells at St. Etheldreda Church increased to eight
between 1730 & 1756.

Charles Dickens visited Hatfield in 1835. In the book
Oliver Twist, Dickens refers to “a small public house,” which
is undoubtedly The Eight Bells. The same small public house
that Bill Sikes, the villain of the tale, calls in for a drink after
the murder of his girlfriend Nancy. 

It is widely believed that the famous highwayman Dick Turpin
also frequented The Eight Bells. One tale suggests that he
jumped out of a window in the pub and onto his horse black bess
to escape from the bow street runners, britains first police force.
