Number S6/0543/85 and in accordance with the Plans numbered 1611, P:01, 1611,
P:02 and 1611, P:03 attached hereto

AND WHEREAS the change of use of part of Nos. 8-11 Salisbury Square
to offices detailed in planning application No. $6/809/85 if implemented together
with planning consent No. S6/0543/85 would result in a requirement for car
parking facilities within the site which cannot be provided. As a consequence,
car parking would be likely to occur in the existing public car parks resulting in
a decrease in the number of available spaces for short stay use and in particular
for those persons visiting shops and businesses in Old Hatfield to the detriment
of the economic viability of those businesses.
